Social Justice, Minor

The undergraduate minor in social justice requires a
minimum of 15 s.h. of coursework, including at least 12 s.h.
completed at the University of lowa. Students must take
SJUS:1001/GWSS:1003 Introduction to Social Justice and 12
s.h. in courses numbered 2000 or above. They may count
GWSS:1002 Diversity and Power in the U.S. toward the 12 s.h.
requirement. Students must maintain a cumulative grade-
point average of at least 2.00 in all courses for the minor and
in all Ul courses for the minor. Coursework in the minor may
not be taken pass/nonpass.

Students may count a maximum of 3 s.h. from another
University of lowa major, minor, or certificate toward the
social justice minor.
