Dentistry Licensure Examination

The State of lowa accepts clinical examination results from all
Regional Dental Testing Services including a manikin exam

in lieu of a patient exam. Examinations are administered at
several testing sites located at dental schools in the United
States. A separate license application is then filed with the
individual state board of dentistry.

For licensure, all states also require the National Boards,
conducted by the Joint Commission on National Dental
Examinations. Many states, including lowa, also require a
jurisprudence examination. For further details on licensure
requirements for each state, refer to individual state dental
board websites.
