Anthropology, BA

The major in anthropology prepares individuals for
advanced training or careers in anthropology, allied fields,
and professional programs. Students who complete an
anthropology major gain special understanding of human
relations, as well as expertise for jobs involving international
or cross-cultural work, cultural resource management, and
responding to social and ethnic diversity, whether in the
United States or globally.

Upon graduation, anthropology majors embark on careers
in government, international affairs, conservation, economic
development, public health, cultural resource management,
planning and public affairs, social work, museum work,

and education. Many go on to help resolve contemporary
world problems by working with international or domestic
organizations such as AmeriCorps, the Peace Corps,

and Teach for America. Some pursue graduate study

in anthropology or related social and natural sciences,
while others earn degrees in business, law, or the health
professions.
