in field experience). Students must maintain a grade-point
average of at least 2.00 in all courses for the major and in all
Ul courses for the major. They must also complete the College
of Liberal Arts and Sciences GE CLAS Core.

The Bachelor of Science in sport and recreation management
prepares students to make meaningful contributions to the
sport and recreation industry at all levels and broaden their
understanding and appreciation of the sport and recreation
industry.

The curriculum challenges students to think critically and
creatively while developing analytical, rhetorical, and research
abilities that are required for leadership positions in the sport
and recreation industry. Moreover, the program emphasizes
and provides experiential learning opportunities for a
student's application of concepts and skills in professional
settings to enhance learning and development.

Students who earn a BS in sport and recreation management
may not earn the minor in sport and recreation management.

Online Degree Option

The Department of Health and Human Physiology offers an
online BS degree in sport and recreation management. The
online program enables students to complete their BS degree
from anywhere in the world.

Field Experience

Students are required to complete a total of 9 s.h. of field
experience (guided and/or independent) and must obtain
prior approval from the director of field experience before
performing any independent field experience for academic
credit. See Independent Field Experience on the Sport and
Recreation Management website, or contact the Department
of Health and Human Physiology directly.

Field experience includes both guided and independent
options. Guided experience sections are led by faculty who set
learning objectives and outcomes with partner organizations.
Courses have regular meeting times and faculty oversee and
evaluate student engagement, participation, and completion.

Independent experience is student-initiated with an approved
sport or recreation-affiliated organization, such as an
internship. In consultation with the faculty and organization,

a student sets the learning objectives for the duration of the
experience. Faculty communicates with each student and site
supervisor to evaluate student engagement, participation, and
completion of learning objectives.

Both guided and independent field experience credit is based
on 45 hours of field experience for each semester hour
earned.

Student-Designed Concentration

If a student wishes to develop a concentration area focused
on a specialized area that is not covered by an existing
concentration area, the student must consult with an advisor
in the sport and recreation management program. After
consultation, the student must submit a written proposal to
the sport and recreation management program director for
approval. The proposal should provide a rationale for, and
description of, the student-designed concentration, including
proposed courses. The proposal must be approved before the
start of the semester in which the student wishes to use the
concentration for graduation.

The concentration requires at least 12 s.h. of coursework.
Self-designed concentrations may not include coursework
that was used to complete GE CLAS Core or field experience
requirements.
