Asian Languages and
Literature, Minor

The undergraduate minor in Asian languages and literature is
offered with two emphases: Chinese or Japanese. The minor
requires 15-17 s.h. of credit, depending on the emphasis.
Students must maintain a grade-point average of at least 2.00
in all courses for the minor and in all Ul courses for the minor.
Coursework in the minor may not be taken pass/nonpass.

Students may earn the Asian languages and literature major
and minor if the minor emphasis language (Chinese or
Japanese) differs from the major language track.
