Linguistics majors have found work teaching English as a
second language overseas. Unique teaching opportunities
worth exploring include those with the Peace Corps and Teach
For America.

A number of companies, such as Microsoft, Xerox, Apple,
Hewlett-Packard, and other high-tech firms, regularly hire
employees with linguistics degrees. Opportunities also exist
for government work, for example, as a special agent linguist
for the FBI.

Some graduates choose to pursue advanced study in
linguistics or other disciplines. Graduates with bachelor’s
degrees in linguistics may be admitted to certain graduate
programs without additional academic preparation,

such as anthropology, English literature, world language
specializations, law, library science, philosophy, psychology,
and sociology.
